
Our struggle now is to 
establish a base of support 
for the operational budget  
of the school.  This year we 
were able to add three new 
teachers plus an account-
ant / secretary to our staff 
but this is only the begin-
ning. To progress we will 
need  to add new  teachers 
to the staff., which will 
allow us to move into our 
Bachelors of Arts program.  

The 2005 budget was 
$24,000 but actual expen-
ditures ran $28,000. We 
need a church who will 
take on the sponsorship of 
the school so we can con-
tinue expanding.  We are 
limiting enrollment this 
year to try and stay within 
next years budget.    
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Mission Indonesia - 2005 

On July 31, 2005 eleven 
men and one woman 
graduated from the Batam 
Bible College.  They re-
turned to four of the five 
major island of Indonesia.  
All are working for the 
church either as a local 
ministers or missionaries to 
new areas in Indonesia.   

Thus far the graduates of 
the school have been re-
sponsible for planting 
twelve new churches 
throughout the country and 
this is only the beginning.  

As we continue to expand 
the training program of 
Batam Bible College we 
will be sending out more 
and more mission teams.
