We started off with eighteen students.
Seventeen men and one women. Two
had to drop out for family reasons so
we now have sixteen students. This
group is amazing as two of the stu-
dents Bro. Ayub and Ronald already
have a degree from denominational
bible colleges. However when our
graduates met them and taught them
the gospel of Christ they also wanted
to truly study the Bible. A large majority
of the students who now attend Batam
Bible College are from new congrega-
tions that our graduates have started
though out the country. The class of
2008 represents every major island in
Indonesia.

One of our students named Handal
Moeso is from South Sulawesi. | met
this faithful brother twenty years ago
when | first came to Indonesia. He is

When we built the building for Batam
Bible College we were challenged by
the land available. We wanted to build
a 10,000 sq. ft. structure on 21,200
sq. ft. and still have some free land to
use. We did this by building the access
to the building in the area the city had
designated as a Right-of-Way. Last
month a contractor came in and re-
quested that he be able to cut the
slope from our property into three sec-
tions so he could build a wall to keep it
from sliding down. He agreed to cut in
a driveway for us if we would take care
of the highest slope next to our prop-
erty. We were happy to do so as you
can see from the pictures below. The
students have really done a great job
of putting in grass plugs on the slope.
Now we have to install a driveway of
concrete or asphalt. A two inch as-
phalt drive will cost over $5000.00 and
will require yearly maintenance and

now sixty-six years old but still has a
thirst for the word of God. After listen-
ing to our gradu-
ates speak about
biblical leadership
he asked if he
could attend the
school. When he
graduates he will
become a truly
effective leader
among the congregations in South
and Central Sulawesi.

Ayub left his wifeat three month old daughter
to attend the school this year. His wife wanted
to come but it would have been too much with
such a young child. The city of Karawang in
West Java is their home.
Next year we will have
two or three more stu-
dents from this congre-
gation. “Teach them
all that | have com-
manded you.” Acts 28:20

Another student Ayub Aksonnaisono
was a Pentecostal preacher who has
a degree in religion from a Pentecos-
tal college. However when Brother Dj
Pasaribu taught him the gospel he
was amazed at what the world of God
taught and said “why didn’t my school
teach the scriptures like this.” Brother

will still break up in a few years and have

to be replaced. We have decided to install
a concrete drive and a parking area at the

top of the drive. We also need to install a g
250ft. concrete drainage system along the
left side of the driveway. The cost of this

project is:

Concrete Driveway (5230 square ft.)
$10,223.00

Drainage system (250 Ft. Long)
$775.00.00

The challenge is finding the funds to pay 5
for the drive and drainage system as :
these funds are not in our budget.
