I am blessed to report that  the congregation in  Solo, 
Java is right on course in their develop as an indigenous 
congregation.  We started this work in 2004 and in just 
three years the church is already well on their way to 
choosing leaders from among their own (Acts 6).  This is 
a result of continually sending converted members to 
Batam Bible College for training in the scriptures. At this 
time there have been eight members who have gradu-
ated from Batam Bible College. Four of these men are 
actively working full-time for the church.  They in turn 
are teaching the others who have been unable to attend the school.  The men that you see here 
are all actively involved with the growth of the church. The goal of Mission Indonesia is to send 
in two-man mission teams to plant an indigenous congregation within five to seven years.     

Please meet those who are serving the Lord.  On the left is Brother Timotius, 
who since his graduation in 05 has become a teacher in Batam Bible College and 
one of the leaders in the church. He has a wife and a four year old daughter.  
Brother Sakono on the right has become a very effective evangelist. We have used 
him not only in Solo but also in Pontianak and in So. Sulawesi. He has a wife and 
three children and both have a heart to serve the Lord.      

Brother Radius graduated in 03 and we sent him to Solo in 2004.  Since 
then he found a wife in Solo and has been instrumental in the development 
of the church in Solo.  He and his wife are standing below on the far right. 
Brother Yonathan on the right was one of our first graduates and has been 
responsible for planting at least six new congregations since 2000.  He is 
now teaching in the school and working with Bro. Bolt  in the national 
church planting program of Mission Indonesia. The Lord always raises up 
those who will serve him and we are blessed to have such men in the Solo 

congregation.  

The attendance of the church 
is averaging forty members 
plus visitors.  We are thankful 
to the Westover Hills church 
of Christ who has faithfully 
supported this work from the 
beginning.  May God bless 
you all.
